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Claiborne Rice Mason by Peter Lipowicz

The recent book, Steel Drivin' Man: John Henry: the Untold Story of an American Legendby Scott Reynolds Nelson, is a historical 
account of the legendary John Henry. It was written by a professor of history at the College of William and Mary. I first saw the book 
last month, and I noticed that Chesterfield County was in the book index. It turns out that there are two links between the story of John 
Henry and Chesterfield County. African-American miners from Chesterfield County mines were hired to work on the construction of 
the Lewis Tunnel for the C&O Railroad. This is the same tunnel, according to Dr. Nelson’s research, that John Henry worked in. Also, 
one of the men instrumental in building the tunnel was Claiborne Rice Mason, a native of Chesterfield County. This second point led 
me to do some research on Mr. Mason. I found that he was Lieutenant Colonel of Engineers for Stonewall Jackson, a man of uncanny 
ability, and an important figure in our nation’s history.  

When sent forth by Jackson to bridge the Chickahominy, Mason told the courier: ‘Tell the General I’ll be there directly, as soon as I 
finish cooking and eating my greens and bacon.” Two minutes later Major William Allen and 2 other members of Jackson’s staff 
arrived. “Come along,” said Major Allen, “you’ve kept the General waiting too long already.” “Tell the General he will have to wait 
only eight more minutes, I’ll be there as soon as I finish eating these greens and bacon,” replied Mason. He arrived at Jackson’s 
headquarters in exactly eight minutes. “How long will it take you to build a bridge across the river?” Jackson asked. “I can’t tell you 
until I see the ground first and select a crossing, but I think I can make it in two hours,” Mason replied. Mason asked for and received 
force of a thousand men and forty to fifty wagons. He commenced construction at two o’clock in the afternoon while other Engineer 
Officers arrived and made drawings. They returned at six o’clock with their handiwork and told Mason he could now build the bridge. 
“What have we here - pictures?” asked Mason. “You can take these pretty drawings back with you Gentlemen! The bridge was 
completed two hours ago -finished in just two hours just as I told the General it would be. 1

Although he lacked formal schooling he was able to estimate the cubic content of a mountain using only a 12 inch rule, and he once 
bested a University of Virginia math professor who challenged him to a math competition.1  He was a pioneer in railroad construction 
in Virginia. He worked in the coal mines in Chesterfield County and was a bridge contractor for the Clover Hill & Coal Pit road.2   His 
biographies1,2  include many other achievements. He was the founder, in 1829, of the Mason Syndicate, that is now called The Mason 
& Hanger Group Inc. It is the nation's oldest continuously operating engineering and construction firm, known for large projects such 
as the Grand Coulee Dam, the Lincoln Tunnel, and the New York City subway tunnels.3   Claiborne Rice Mason was a longtime 
resident of Staunton. He died in 1885, and is buried in Thornrose Cemetery. So what evidence is there that Claiborne Rice Mason was 
actually from Chesterfield County? I even contacted the author to find out. The evidence is in the biographies: 

[He]…was born near Troy, N. Y., where his parents were temporarily residing, in the year 1800. Three years later he was brought by 
his parents back to Chesterfield County, Va., the family home, where he was reared, and at an early age left home for an independent 
career. 2

I have not yet found him on any county census, nor do I know his parents’ names. Rachel helped me with the research and was able to 
find that he owned Chesterfield County property at Falls Plantation late in life. A Peter Mason had lived at the plantation, according to 
the 1815 census, but there is no established connection between Peter and Claiborne. I plan to continue my research on this fascinating 
man and possible Chesterfield County native son.

Chesterfield County Historical Markers

                       

O27 Bethlehem Baptist Church
Formerly Spring Creek Church Organized July 
25, 1790 Benjamin Watkins, Founder, First 
Pastor, 1790-1831 Located four miles N.W. 1790-
1855 Then four miles S.W. 1855-1897  Moved to 
this location 1897  Home church Nannie Bland 
David Missionary to Africa 1880-1885 Her dying 
words "Never give up Africa."  9600 Midlothian 
Turnpike.

S7 Chesterfield Courthouse
This area, known originally as "Cold Water Run," 
is the site of the first Chesterfield County 
courthouse, erected in 1750. In 1917 it was 
demolished and replaced by a larger Georgian 
Revival brick building that served the county until 
the 1960s. The most famous trial here was that of 
seven Baptist preachers for breach of 
ecclesiastical law in 1773. In 1780-81, Governor 
Thomas Jefferson designated the courthouse 
village as a training post and encampment of all 
reinforcements for the Continental armies from 
the southern states. Department of Conservation 
and Historic Resources, 1987 

S7* Chesterfield Courthouse (Original 
Marker) It was several miles to the west. Here 
Steuben had his militia camp in 1780—81. The 
barracks were burned by the British General Phillips on 
April 27, 1781. Rte. 1, 3.9 miles s. of Richmond. 

Civilian Conservation Corps Company 2386
Located north of this marker is the site of the camp of 
CCC Company 2386, Beach, Virginia. The camp was 
organized in 1935 and disbanded in 1942. The company 
consisted of 2 to 3 military officers, a civilian technical 
service staff, and approximately 200 enrollees. During 
its existence, the company built Swift Creek 
Recreational Area, the forerunner of Pocahontas State 
Park, and reforested 7,604 acres of land now known as 
Pocahontas State Forest.  The marker is located on the 
main road inside the park.
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Military History Committee Projects by Scott Williams

Construction Projects at Battery Dantzler - The handicap ramp and observation deck at Battery Dantzler that were damaged by 
Hurricane Isabel have been replaced. Over $10,000 in funding was provided by Supervisor Dickie King's Bermuda District 
Improvement Fund, Chester Station Camp #1503 S.C.V. and anonymous corporate funds. Members of the Chester Station Camp 
performed the construction. Currently planning is under way for interpretive signs for the Battle of Trent's Reach and a biography of 
Colonel Dantzler. The Civil War Trails Marker Program will erect another sign highlighting the history of Battery Dantzler and 
provide road directional markers to the site. A dedication ceremony is being planned for Sunday March 25 at 3 p.m. Author John 
Quarstein of the Virginia War Museum in Newport News will be the main speaker on the Battle of Trent's Reach. 

Boy Scout Projects - In addition to the ramp construction, two Boy Scout projects have been performed this year at Battery Dantzler 
Park. An Eagle Scout project in June consisted of replacing the parking lot fence and entrance sign. Fourteen-year-old Tyler Parham 
raised $1200 for the materials and organized 20 volunteers of Boy Scout Troop #877 and Chester Station Camp for a workday. The 
entire cost of the project was $1600. The remaining $400 was donated in the form of additional materials by volunteers. The other 
project was a Life Scout project consisting of clearing years of growth and brush from the entrenchments. Boy Scout Curtis Welch and 
Troop #817 spent two days cutting a 1/4 acre of growth off of Battery Dantzler. Curtis is considering an Eagle Scout project at Fort Wead in the 
first quarter of 2007. Boy Scout Travis Elders will complete his Eagle Scout project at Howlett Line Park in January. Sign replacement and brush 
clearing will be performed by Troop #877 with help from the Chester Station Camp. Travis has raised over $500 for his project.

Interpretive Sign Project - The Military History Committee has been approved for $2,500 to purchase interpretive and directional 
signs for Chesterfield’s Civil War Parks. The signs are needed to replace those that have been damaged at Battery Dantzler, Howlett 
Line and fort Wead. There is also a great need for additional markers at these sites and at sites such as Ware Bottom Park and Point of 
Rocks that currently have no interpretive signs. Volunteers are creating the wording, graphics, and layout for the signs in order to save 
on production costs. The graphics will then be presented to community groups to see if they would like to sponsor that particular sign 
or the entire site. Names of the sponsors will be added to the final graphic before it is sent to the production company. By seeking 
sponsorship, the Committee hopes to recoup some or all of the funds given by the Historical Society. Any additional funds raised will 
be used for future maintenance and other projects related to the parks. The Military History Committee is also working with the 
Chesterfield County Department of Parks and Recreation on the possibility of expanding the Civil War Trail program in the county. 
We are still in the process of determining if there are any existing funds available for the construction of six additional Civil War 
Trails signs that would interpret the Bermuda Hundred Campaign and the route of Lee’s retreat. Funding for this project will come 
separately from Chesterfield County Parks and Recreation. It has not been determined yet how much money is available and whether 
Parks and Recreation or the Historical Society will sponsor the project. In addition to Civil War Trail Signs, this project will require 
the construction or improvement of parking area at trail sites. The Military History Committee has been working with the Chesterfield Planning 
Department, Environmental Engineering, and the Virginia Department of Transportation to determine requirements for the sites. 

Driving Tour and Future Projects - We would also like to expand and update the Bermuda Hundred driving tour. By using the 
Internet and incorporating new technology such as podcasts and GPS into the tour we hope to make it more interesting and accessible 
to those who want to discover the fascinating stories of the Bermuda Hundred Campaign. Future projects include the creation of 
parking lots at existing parks and at sites that are not yet accessible to the public such as Ware Bottom Park and the soon to be 
acquired Sgt. Engles Park. The committee would also like to begin documenting and researching sites associated with the American 
Revolution and help coordinate some living history programs at existing park sites. If you are interested in any of these efforts or have 
a project you would like to help the committee take on, please contact Scott Williams at Scottw@chesterfield.gov   804-768-7805.
